Adopt a Family

October—Make initial contact with Faith in Action either by phone or e-mail, letting them know how many people St. Paul would like to sponsor for Adopt a Family (usually 6 or 7, we have sponsored as many as 12)

Beginning November—Before Courier articles are due in November, submit article to secretary to be put in Courier and for Sunday Bulletins beginning Sunday before Thanksgiving 

Mid November—The week before Thanksgiving, the contact person receives information from FIA as to age and sex of people to be sponsored.  This list includes clothing sizes and wishes.  Each family is given a number.

Before Thanksgiving (if possible)—Once list is received, posters need to be made listing the information as written on the information sheets.  Posters should include a place for St. Paul members to write in their names by the gift they are planning on purchasing.  Sticky notes or pre-written gift tags need to be available for St. Paul members so they have something to take home to help them remember what they will be purchasing, for the family number & which family member it is for.

First Week of Advent—Have boxes available for members to place the wrapped and labeled gifts in.  Each family should have at least one box available, and the boxes need to have the family number on the outside of it.  The wrapped gifts need to have a gift tag on them stating Family number & which member of the family the gift is for.

Mid December—Have designated person shop with donated cash for those unable to shop.

10 days to one week before Christmas (date is determined by FIA) designated person or persons deliver large boxes of gifts to FIA.
